A Downtown parking revenue is down $50,000 in FY 2008 from
the previous year.

A Parking cash-out at Texas Instruments in Westside Santa Cruz
in 2000 eliminated 16,000 trips

A A 1997 study of eight Southern California sites that
implemented parking cash-out programs, found that vehicle
trip reduction averaged 11%. Applied to downtown Santa Cruz
commuters, this would be a reduction of 532 trips.

A Total estimated trip reduction should the City decide to
implement the transportation demand management measures in
its Master Transportation Study: 3,836.

A Boulder, Co. employees in downtown businesses used transit
twice as much in 2000 as they did in 1995 due partly to transit
improvements and partly to the EcoPass program (bus pass).
